2) ContactAnyCelebrity.com: ($50 through Career ACTivate vs. $360/yr. directly through their website)
*Over 60,000 celebrities in the database, home addresses for producers, directors, some actors

3)______________________ (app): Pretty up to date on what is currently casting, and the contact information for various CASTING OFFICES across Los Angeles & New York
*$9.95 in app store (Free version doesn’t include contact info)

4) CSA Site: Add’l route for casting directors specifically 
Check to see if they are part of CSA (Casting Society of America), because their contact will be listed on www.castingsociety.com

5) Google Search with Modifiers
Some initial modifiers you should incorporate to narrow and refine your search are:
· [name] + email (or) email address
· [name] + contact (or) contact information (or) contact me
· [name] + LinkedIn
· [name] + ZoomInfo
· [name] + Twitter
· [name] + Naymz
If you get lots of results or are not sure you have indeed found the person you are looking for: 

Try adding other other data you might know to your query. 
Maybe you know the person's profession, a nickname, a pet's name, a hobby, friends, addresses, or something similar. 
6) Basic Company Search Operators
Get creative with Google search operators. In majority of cases, Google information retrieval yields more results than a company's internal search. If you're not familiar with search operators, read this: (https://support.google.com/websearch/answer/136861?hl=en) 

So what you'll do now is search Google, using the Google Search Operator Query "site:companywebsite.com" as your root and sprinkle in modifiers, like so:

· site:companywebsite.com + [name] + email
· site:companywebsite.com + [name] + contact
7) Getting their Email via their Assistant/Company

Call their company, and when an assistant picks up: “Hi, it’s [your name] and I wanted to

12) RAPPORTIVE
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Use a service, Rapportive, to find almost anyone’s email who has a profile a social network. Rapportive is a free plugin for Gmail that replaces Gmail ads with information about the person you are emailing (or received a message from). It gives links to various social profiles, along with a picture they lift from one of the various social networks.

1) Download & Install the plugin@: www.Rapportative.com 

2) Connect your social profiles (LinkedIn, Facebook, etc.)

3) Use the EMAIL _______________________(will be in your class goodies when you fill out program feedback survey)

4) Copy and paste the email __________________________________ into your “to” section of a new email
5) Scroll through each email until information pops up about the person…and BINGO!
13) Boards, Organizations, Charities they Are Affiliated With?  Contact those orgs or a peer of theirs to request the email and give them a concise WHY you want their email. 

14) Whois Search: Did you find a website or blog belonging to them?
If you're still coming up empty after a deep dive of their personal website or blog, go to http://www.networksolutions.com/whois/ or http://www.whois.com, and enter their domain registration data for an email address. 60% of the time, you'll find a personal email address here.


15) 123 People 
Another great resource for finding personal contact information is www.123people.com 

 *A free people search to locate the hard to find and it allows you to search up to seven different countries for personal contact info. This site pulls together email addresses, Facebook images, phone numbers, blog mentions, etc all in a nice, comprehensive interface.
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Examples of Creative, Persistent Approaches from FAIL BETTER Article: 

“Contacting Schmidt proved more challenging. For Marrinan, the toughest part was getting Schmidt’s personal e-mail address. He e-mailed a Princeton dean asking for it. No response. Two weeks later, he e-mailed the same dean again, defending his request by reminding her that he had previously met Schmidt. The dean said no, but Marrinan refused to give up. He e-mailed her a third time. “Have you ever made an exception?” he asked. The dean finally gave in, he said, and provided him with Schmidt’s e-mail.

 

 

Nathan Kaplan ’07, another participant in the contest. was most proud of the way that he was able to contact former Newark mayor Sharpe James. Because James had made a campaign contribution to Al Sharpton, the website www.fundrace.org listed James’ homes address. Kaplan then input James’ address into an online search-by-address phone directory, through which he received the former mayor’s phone number. Kaplan left a message for James, and a few days later finally got to ask him about childhood education.”
